The sons of foreigners.

If civil war be the gma'tes't affliction
that can beful any country, -we must
sincerely pity all who are involved in
such calamity. If the dictates of rea-
son and policy forbid our intermeddling
in local disputes, it is our impnrnﬁ‘m
duty to forewarn our friends likewise.
If wo inherit any national spirit for
the iomes of our forefathers, we should
inculeate into our; children a reminis-
cence of our I‘aihcrhnd These are
sacred principles that_force themselves
upon the mind, and can neither be cot-
troverted by speciousysophistry nor
armed legislition. How then can we
excuse the present caercive enrolment
of youths who have had the misfortune
to be born in this country, so prover-
bial for intestive quarrels? It will be
answered they are Argentine citizens
_enjoying the privileges and liable to
the _obligations of this Republic. It
will'be urged that it is the natural dus
ty of aman to take arms in defence of

" his native counfry. It will be asserted
that the place of our adoption has
some claim upon our affection. To
the first we object that citizenship is a,
boon, and -should mever be degraded
into a penaliy. The franchise of any
state can neither ba forced upon us at
o bayonet’s point, nor administered as
an unpalatable’ dose; and if an inborn
sentiment of sympathy animate the
gons of foreigners to claim the country
of their fathers, itis thejfspontancous
expression of an lmpulsn that they
haveimbibed from their mother's breast,
and nurfured in their heart's blood.
Therefore they aré only in name Ar-
gentines, but in spirit Europeans, who
neither aspire fo the rights nor duties
of South American Repubhcuus. and
if they freely resign the one, it is not
fair to burden them with the other. As
to the second plen, we frankly ,admit,
{hat every man is bound to honor and
defend his birth-place; nor do we doubt

_thatif o foreign enemy landed on this
shore, the foremost of its defenders
would be the sons of foreigners : but
this is far from taking up arms in a ci-
vil contest, in which one or both of the
factions must be culpable, and which
from its local character arays fatber
against son and sees brother opposed to
brother. The same arm that is raised
to protect, ¢annot be induced to slay his,
conntry in the paroxysms of asuicidal
strife, but rather inelines to her best
interests, those of peace. Therefore
he is a true lover of his country whois
ever ready, to oppose an invading foe
from without, and to hold aloof from
petty rivalry within. .

Finally we owe something to our
plase of residence, tis true; and do we
not, each and all of us, strive to h“('cﬁi
the common wealth in advancing our
dwn prospects?  We, too, are not un-
willing even to defend that indepen-
dence under whose constitution we live:
but if the turmeil of party warfare de-
mand a sacrifice, at least fake not from
us our children, the dearest objec's of
our care, the prop of our declining age
The very neutrality that is required o
us prevents albidea of a predilection ir
political color, and we who are debarved!
[from state ambition and the honors
public greatness should e excinpéd
from the penalties incident to native
Creoles. Itis preposterous that our

. sons shonld be torn from us to abet n
party whieh wg are not permitted to
recognize, and that our bloed should
flow to upheld a combination whose

offices are closed against us.

If this State would increase the num-
ber of its citizens, let it give to the
sons of foreiguers option not compul-
sion inits franchiso and secure domes-
tic peace instead of never-ending quar-
rels; thus will the law of citizenship

lasu its hateful n.spl!u-, and many will
aspire to the fellowship of a pacific
community, who fiy in lorror from
being the tools of noisy ambition, or
the victims of a bloody hecatomb. -
